= These waiver certificates (also known as
ECTN - Electronic Cargo Tracking Note)
are required by certain African countries
to effectively control, supervise and
manage import / export traffic to the
country. Waiver documents have full
details of the exporter/ importer,
shipping method (containerized,
groupage etc.), type and value of goods
being transported, name of vessel and
cost of freight for the shipment. These
waivers are dealt with by the importer or
exporter and must be filed before the
cargo arrives at its port of discharge.
